Study of research methods
and processes including defining research problems, and collecting and analyzing data.

Admission to the Business, Family and Consumer Sciences, or Industrial Technology
Departmental Honors Program and/or approval of the Business, Family and Consumer
Sciences, or Technology Honors Coordinator. Course may not be repeated.
