HIS 4922. Doing Media History. (3-0-3) On Demand. This course serves as an introduction to
media history and media archaeology, focusing on interdisciplinary approaches to the study of both
“new” and “old” media. By working with archival sources both on campus and online, students learn
and practice historical and critical approaches to media. W1

HIS 3160. Ancient Iran. (3-0-3) On Demand. This course surveys the history, institutions, and
culture of ancient Iran (Persia) from ¢.550 BCE to ¢.650 CE. Topics will include internal political
structures (king and nobility, etc.), the nature and function of religion (Zoroastrianism, Christianity,
etc.), Persian relations with the Greeks and the Romans, and Islamic-era legacies of ancient Persia.

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3. 15-149, MUS 2502, Comprehensive Musicianship IV (Revised Course).
Dr. Eckert presented the proposal. There were no questions.

Mr. Simpson moved and Dr. Martinez seconded the motion to approve the proposal. The motion
passed unanimously.

The proposal was approved, effective Fall 2016.

MUS 2502. Comprehensive Musicianship IV. (3-2-4) Building on the chromatic alterations and
extensions covered in MUS 2501, this course focuses on part-writing, analysis, and performance of
eighteenth- and nineteenth-century tonal compositions. Students analyze, write, recognize,
perform, and explain compositions using tonal theory. A limit of 4 hours may be applied to a major
or minor. Prerequisite: Placement through the Transfer Exam or successful completion of MUS
2501 with a grade of “C” or better.

4. 15-150, RUR 3960A, B, D, E: Special Topics in Rural Studies (New Course).
Dr. Reid presented the proposal and answered questions of the council.

Dr. Anthony moved and Mr. Simpson seconded the motion to approve the proposal. The motion
passed unanimously.

The proposal was approved, effective Spring 2016.

RUR 3960A, B, D, E. Special Topics in Rural Studies Special Topics. (3-0-3) On Demand.
Special Topics. Study of a rural topic (or topics) not typically presented in standard courses. Topics
to be announced. Course may be repeated once. A limit of 3 hours may be applied to a major or
minor.

5. 15-151, RUR 4400A, B, D, E: Independent Study in Rural Studies (New Course).
Dr. Reid presented the proposal and answered questions of the council. The council requested
revisions to the proposal.

Dr. Martinez moved and Mr. Simpson seconded the motion to approve the proposal. The motion
passed unanimously.

The proposal, with revisions, was approved, effective Spring 2016.

RUR 4400A, B, D, E. Independent Study in Rural Studies. (Arr.-0-1 to 3) On Demand.
Independent Study. Intensive individual study on a topic selected by student under the supervision
of a faculty member, and with the approval of the faculty mentor, department chair of the faculty
mentor, and the Rural Studies minor’s curricular chair. A limit of 3 hours may be applied to a major
or minor. W]

b. the history, language, and/or traditions (anthropological, artistic, literary,
philosophical, political, or sociological) of other countries or cultures;
c. the role of cultural sensitivity in making informed and ethical decisions.

2. Reinforce the importance of attending to a plurality of voices (including those from
traditionally underrepresented groups) to better understand human history, culture, and
decision making.

3. Include among their outcomes the goal of enabling students to appreciate, live, and work
with people who are different from them.
