1. General Education: The council discussed general education courses with the chair of the 

general education committee and agreed that the general education committee, when 

evaluating courses to be included as part of general education at EIU, should use the broader 

descriptions of general education courses in the EIU undergraduate catalog, rather than the 

more restrictive descriptions provided by the Illinois Articulation Initiative. The council also 

recommends that departments with courses eligible for inclusion in IAI initiate the approval 

process when possible.
